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WHAT IS ARCHITECTURE?

Architecture shapes and transforms 

the environment in which we live through 

the creative and functional design of 

buildings. Architects use creativity and 

a practical understanding of structures 

and materials to develop concepts, plans, 

specifications and detailed drawings 

for buildings and other structures. They 

negotiate with builders and planning 

authorities, administer building contracts 

and inspect the work carried out. 

Architects may also be involved in 

project feasibility studies, strategic 

asset investigations, heritage studies, 

urban planning, interior design or 

landscape design. 

They often specialise in particular types 

of work, for example, domestic, low-

rise commercial, high-rise commercial, 

industrial, conservation and heritage 

buildings. Architects need to keep up 

with changing trends in the construction 

industry and the community and have 

considerable contact with the public.
